Who can access this programme?

Available to learners between the ages of 16 and 18.

Which learners are suitable to apply?

Targeted at learners who have not achieved Level 
2 qualifications and are experiencing difficulties 
in accessing apprenticeships, college courses or 
employment.

What will the programme deliver?

HTL’s L+ programme delivers Entry or Level 
1 qualifications plus support, preparation and 
mentoring required to make the transition on to:

•	 Apprenticeships

•	 College Courses

•	 Employment

The primary focus of HTL’s L+ programme is to 
enable progression on to Level 2 programmes 
through a personalised development programme 
and tailored support.

What vocational pathways are offered?

L+ programmes are offered in the following 
vocational areas:

•	 Motor Vehicle Fitting

•	 Construction

•	 Children’s Care 

•	 Business

What is unique about HTL’s offer?

HTL offers:

•	 Progression on to its own apprenticeship 
programmes

•	 Close links with all West London colleges

•	 Established work experience programme with 
over 400 local employers

What does the L+ programme look like?
Initial assessment and Induction – 
(2 – 8 weeks dependent on individual requirements) 
focus on establishing any support required, 
identifying the appropriate vocational progression route 
and creating a development and progression plan.

Vocational Programme – 
Leading to an Entry or Level 1 qualification suitable 
to provide progression opportunities (learners 
planning to progress on to apprenticeships will 
complete elements of the Level 2 qualifications as 
part of their L+ programme).

Personal and Social Development Learning (PSD) 
plus Functional Skills in numeracy, literacy and IT – 
delivered alongside the vocational programme.

Pastoral Support – 
Learners will be provided with a range of additional 
support, guidance and training to assist them in their 
personal development, and address any specific 
support they may require.

Work Experience – 
In their chosen vocational area.

Progression – 
Each learner will have a tailored programme in the 
last six weeks of their programme to prepare them 
for progression on to an apprenticeship, college 
course or employment.

Who should apply? 
Any learner not yet ready to access Level 2 
programmes -  
The L+ programme offered by HTL is suitable for 
L+ learners requiring significant assistance, as well 
as those capable of fast-tracking on to 
apprenticeships and college courses.
